Recent Increase in
Canada / Ontario -
Israel Imports/Exports

Over the past five
years there has been a
steady increase in trade

between both Canada and Israel and
Ontario and Israel.

From 2004 to 2008, the value of
goods exported by Canada to lIsrael
rose 52% to $582,870,000. During the
same time period, the value of goods
imported to Canada from Israel rose
76% to $1,218,000,000.

Similarly dramatic increases occurred
in trade between Ontario and Israel.
From 2004 to 2008, the value of goods
exported by Ontario to Israel rose 70%
to $254,183,000. During the same time
period, the value of goods imported to
Ontario from Israel rose 91% to
$840,250,000.

As of 2006, Ontario’s population was
approximately 13 million, essentially
41% of Canada’s population. Ontario
imports proportionally more value from
Israel than do all the other provinces.
Ontario imported 60%-69% of all value
imported into Canada from Israel for the
years 2004 to 2008. Ontario now
exports proportionally more value to
Israel than do all the other provinces.
Ontario exported 34%-44% of all goods
exported to Israel from Canada for the
years 2004 to 2008.

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Traditionally excluded by Canadian Government statistics from
the above figures are the export/import of military/defence products
and real estate investments. For example, given that Canada
purchased/leased from Israel about $100 million of unmanned
drones for use in Afghanistan and that there are substantial millions
of dollars invested by Israelis and Canadians in each other's
country — the trade figures are not complete.

The Chamber whose purpose is to promote bilateral trade
between Canada and Israel was re-launched in late 2006, and thus
it is quite encouraging to see the favourable increase in bilateral
trade referenced above.

At the same time the Chamber acknowledges that the increased
import/export trade is the cumulative result of the considerable effort
and teamwork by the Israeli Economic Mission in Canada,
Canada’'s Ambassador and Trade Consulate in Israel, the Ontario
and other provincial Ministries of Trade, the Israel Canada Chamber
of Commerce and many other governmental and private
organizations.
